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A new opportunity for 1st year LLB students, the LAWPALs supports first year students in their learning and study.

The fortnightly sessions are - broadly - discussion and informal study groups, consisting of around twenty first years, led by trained third and fourth year students. 
Each session lasts one hour, from 1pm to 2pm. The topics for discussion will be chosen by you as group members, to reflect the issues that concern you in your studies. The leaders can suggest helpful topics from their own experience as first years.
If you’ve missed the first meeting of your group, you’re more than welcome to attend at subsequent sessions.  The nature of the scheme is such that the value of the sessions will increase as the year goes on, as you progress further into the LLB programme, facing new challenges and developing new skills.  
We hope that you’ll find that it’s one of the most useful things you can do with one lunch hour once a fortnight.
Check the group listings posted in the UG Office area (by Lecture Theatre 183) for your group’s times and meetings.
The student leaders are not teachers, and they are not permitted to provide academic- related information or advice.  Your timetable will already have sufficient quantities of lectures and tutorials to be going on with, and the course materials and web pages are your other points of reference for course information.  
Informed by their own experience of the LLB, the PALS student leaders facilitate discussions between students new to the LLB in an informal forum.  One unique value of PALS groups is that they allow students opportunities to meet and discuss matters related to LLB studies as a whole, as well as within individual subjects.
Not in your timetable

PALs attendance is not compulsory. However in universities where it has been introduced, research has shown that students have benefited with higher marks and lower drop out rates. 

Not just about study 

PALs is a chance to meet other first year students doing the same course, and facing the same challenges in an informal and friendly setting. PALS will also be a chance to share your ideas and experiences with third and fourth year students who have been through it all (or something very like it) very recently.
