Visiting Scholars to the Law School: Procedures and Criteria for Admission

1.All prospective visitors should contact by Email either Alison Stirling, Head of Research Office,  Edinburgh Law School (Alison.stirling@ed.ac.uk) or Professor Gerry Maher, Director of the Visiting Scholars Programme (gerard.maher@ed.ac.uk) if they have any questions concerning admission procedure and criteria. 

2. Those seeking to visit the School of Law for two weeks or less should not normally apply for formal Visiting Scholar status. Instead, they may simply apply via Alison Stirling to use the law library on a temporary basis. 

3. Those seeking to visit the School of Law for a period of between two weeks and two months should apply for short-term Visiting Scholar status. In order to do so they should complete the Visiting Academic application form.  It is not necessary that short-term Visiting Scholars have the support of an internal sponsor, and so completion of that section of the form is optional. Where there is no internal sponsor, however, the School, through its Visitors Committee, will seek to satisfy itself that the application meets the appropriate academic standard and that the academic purpose of the visit is one that is relevant to the School’s areas of expertise

4. Those seeking to visit the School of law for a period of more than two months (and up to one year) should apply for long-term Visiting Scholar status. In order to do so they should complete the Visiting Scholar application form. It is necessary that long-term Visiting Scholars have the support of an internal sponsor, and so completion of that section of the form is required. The School, through its Visitors Committee, will then take whatever additional steps it deems necessary to satisfy that the application meets the appropriate academic standard and that the academic purpose of the visit is one that is relevant to the School’s areas of expertise.

5. Applications for MacCormick Fellowships should follow the separate procedures set down in (http://www.law.ed.ac.uk/visitors/maccormickfellowships.aspx). The application may be for a stay of less or more than two months, and the financial support available from the School will vary accordingly.
