At the meeting of the Visiting Academic Committee held on 02 April 2009, the following criteria were agreed for considering applications for MacCormick Fellowships:

· Academic credentials of applicant 

· Quality of proposal 
· Suitability of Edinburgh Law School as the place to pursue research
· Contribution of applicant to the academic life of the School 
Exclusions

· The Fellowship cannot be used to pursue ongoing PhD Research
· The visiting period should normally be a minimum of one month, with a preference given to periods of around three months at least some part of which should fall within one of the two academic semesters (i.e September to December, or January to May).
